Frieda's Healing Center (FHC) was opened March, 2010.  This center provides temporary housing and 

support services for 5 women and their children (boys up to 10 years old) who are seeking refuge from 

domestic violence and/or homelessness. They can stay in this facility for up to six months. While residing 

at FHC a client is able to work, and or go to school. (School aged children are required to go to school.) 

Each client is also required to attend group counseling, participate in individual counseling and other 

programs conducted by W.H.E. Network. This is a 5 -bedroom facility with 4 1/2 bathrooms situated on 5 

acres in the country.  This facility is made available through the kindness of Upper Columbia Conference 

of Seventh-day Adventists Corporation.
